Connecting Ashendon — Broadband

Rhona Weeks, Contract Manager from Connecting Counties provided an update and answered Parishioners
questions (circulated in advance of the meeting). Ashendon is still on track for a 24™ March 2018 delivery
(contract dated 23" March 2017). One new fibre cabinet has been installed outside East Farm, the second in
Pollicott. Rhona will report back on outstanding queries to SM. It was reinforced that the responsibility of BT
Openreach is to provide fibre to cabinet. Service thereafter is the responsibility of the internet service
provider. ACTION: SM to summarised responses to questions and circulate to Village. CLERK to upload on
Parish Council website.

Contributions from BCC Clir and AVDC Clir
Pl reported that there is still no news on Unitary. The NIC report has highlighted 155,000 new homes between
Buckingham and Bicester. The route of the Express Way is expected within the next 2 months. It is thought
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this will take the shape of the East West Rail Route. HS2 works will start this year focussing mostly on
environmental issue.
