What emergency services are being requested

Estimation of number of any casualties (either human, animal or both) including
injuries and/or fatalities

Any perceived hazards such as road blockages, fire, etc.

Ascertain nature of emergency and Initial Response per 2a - 2e above

Confirm as appropriate that Emergency Co-ordinator/Deputy / Media Liaison
Officer / Crisis Management Team members have been notified and briefed
Contact any individuals under immediate threat and/or vulnerable members of
the community

Initiate Communication Tree (contact initially may be to inform residents of the
nature of the emergency or inform them of current Emergency Service advice
regarding any action to be taken).

g) Contact qualified medical staff amongst village residents - Doctors, Nurses, First-

i) Establish whether or not a Community Emergency Meeting is
necessary. If YES then:

¢ Identify venue in which to hold meeting

e Establish if people can get there safely

e Re-take Action 5a

e Compile agenda and appoint Chairman (usually Emergency Co-ordinator)

j) Ensure that people’s well-being is provided for:

e Administration of first aid is available (see 8 above)

e Water or hot drinks can be provided

e Toilet facilities are available

¢ Information about family and friends can be co-ordinated

e Advice about what is being done to help people is available

¢ C(lothing/blankets can be provided if required

e Short-term rest facilities are available

e Meeting point for family and friends is identified and promulgated
